Last year we had occasional forms such as this:
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That is from an actual form;   I shall spare the member’s blushes by not identifying him/her.

The point is that I don’t reliably know whether these marks are ticks or deletions.    i.e. I don’t know the answers to any of these three vital questions.

This is not helped by the absence of any answers on the right hand side.    If you carry fixed VHF,  and it is properly licensed(!),  you will have a callsign.    If you are registered under the CG66 scheme (and for your own safety you undoubtedly should be),  you will have a CG66 Registration Number.

So I really don’t know whether these marks are intended as ticks or as deletions.

I suspect that if we were to pass this around all the members in the club your opinions would differ as to what is meant,  and rightly so.

So please,  either CROSS OUT the one that does not apply,  or RING the one which does,  or both.     And also complete the right hand side.
And,  as the form says,   these questions “serve a dual role;   if the answer is NO,  or if you don’t know what the question means,  this is a safety matter that you should perhaps consider.   Please ask if you need advice on these points.”   In other words,  the answer to all three questions really ought to be YES!   And then there should be the relevant information on the right hand side.
Certain members,  including myself and at least three other very senior figures in the club,  plus other members,  have very occasionally (over a timescale of many years) got into trouble and needed outside assistance.    It is for precisely those circumstances that this section is so useful,  but it is no use at all if the answers are ambiguous,  and it is only of limited use if it is incomplete.
